«National Research Center for Radiation
Medicine, Hematology and Oncology of the National
Academy of Medical Sciences of Ukraine» announce
with deep sadness and a sense of grief that on December
17, 2025, at the age of 97, a famous Ukrainian medical
scientist in the field of radiation medicine and radiation
safety, an outstanding organizer of medicine, a highly
qualified doctor, founder and first general director
of the Research Center for Radiation Medicine of
the National Academy of Medical Sciences of Ukraine,
ANATOLIY YUKHIMOVYCH ROMANENKO,
passed away.

Anatoliy Yukhimovych Romanenko was born on
December 15, 1928 in the village of Novopavlivka,
Dnipropetrovsk region, into a family of peasants. He
graduated from the Dnipropetrovsk Medical Institute
and went through a remarkable path from a surgeon,
chief physician to the Minister of Health of the
Ukrainian SSR (1975—1989), Director General of an
academic scientific center (1986—2000), academician
of the National Academy of Medical Sciences of
Ukraine (1997). He defended his doctoral disserta-
tion in 1982, and received the title of professor in
1983. Anatoliy Yukhymovych was an outstanding
world-class scientist in the field of radiation hygiene,
radiobiology, and radiation medicine, and led the

development of a strategy for medical countermea-
sures in large-scale radiation accidents. His creative
output includes over 400 scientific works, including
14 monographs and 3 author’s certificates. He partic-
ipated in the preparation of the Laws of Ukraine and
State Target Programs for Minimizing the Conse-
quences of the Chernobyl Disaster for 1986—2010,
the National Reports of Ukraine for the 15™, 20™, 25®
and 30" anniversaries of the Chernobyl Disaster,
Resolutions of the Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine based
on the materials of the Parliamentary Hearings of
1991-2021. He was a member of the editorial boards
of many domestic and foreign publications.

Anatoliy Yukhymovych was the leader and scientif-
ic consultant of a whole galaxy of scientists, prepared
12 doctors and candidates of sciences.

From the first days of the Chernobyl accident,
Anatoliy Yukhymovych, along with his intense work
on medical support for the affected population, initi-
ated the creation of a specialized scientific and prac-
tical institution capable not only of substantiating
urgent decisions, but also of providing their further
scientific support.

Under his leadership and thanks to his exceptional
organizational skills, the Research Center for Radia-
tion Medicine of the Academy of Medical Sciences of
Ukraine has quickly become a leading world-class
scientific institution, where fundamental and applied
research is carried out, which is of crucial importance
for the health of the population affected by the
Chernobyl disaster, and thousands of patients receive
the necessary medical care.

A. Yu. Romanenko also worked as the Director of
the WHO Collaboration Center for the Medical
Preparedness and Assistance Network for Radiation
Accidents (REMPAN), the Chairman of the Central
Interdepartmental Expert Council for Establishing
the Causal Relationship of Diseases, Disability and
Death with the Effects of lonizing Radiation and
Other Harmful Factors as a Result of the Chernobyl
Nuclear Power Plant Accident (1988—2007), was a
full member of the International Academy of Sci-
ences of Higher Education, and an academician of
the Academy of Construction of Ukraine.

The state highly appreciated the work of A. Yu.
Romanenko. For his outstanding services, he was
awarded many state awards: the Order of the Badge of
Honor, three Orders of the Red Banner of Labor, the
Order of the October Revolution, the Honorary
Diploma of the Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine. He was
awarded numerous international awards.
